Background:

Kings View Professional Services (KVPS) provides specialized cost reporting
and financial services specifically designed for California counties to comply
with State and local requirements for Substance Use Disorder (SUD) and the
Mental Health Services Act (MHSA).

KVPS assists counties in meeting complex state mandates, including the
preparation of Annual Revenue and Expenditure Reports (ARER) for MHSA
and annual cost reports for SUD services.

This amendment is to update the Scope of Services by adding the Annual
Revenue and Expenditure Report for the Fiscal Year 23/24 and to increase
the Maximum Amount by $5,000 to make it $45,352.

Fiscal Impact:

This Agreement will be paid from Behavioral Health Fund/Budget 110/0751,
Alcohol and Drug Fund/Budget 110/0771, and Mental Health Services Act
Fund/Budget 164/0752.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

This Scope of Work is applicable to the SUD Cost Reporting Services and Mental Health Services Act-
MHSA ARER, provided by Kings View Professional Services (“CONTRACTOR").

SCOPE OF SERVICES AND DUTIES. CONTRACTOR shall provide the following services:

1. Reporting/Compliance:

a. CONTRACTOR will use all reasonable efforts to provide services and software support
that are compliant with all applicable local, state, and federal requirements.

b. CONTRACTOR shall use all reasonable efforts to see that all local, state, and federal
requirements are met within the time lines set by those agencies.

C. CONTRACTOR will provide specialized reporting as required by COUNTY, State, and
Federal agencies regarding mandatory reporting requirements.

d. CONTRACTOR and COUNTY will adhere to all reporting requirements as prescribed by
the State of California Department of Healthcare Services (DHCS), the Centers for
Medicaid and Medicare (CMS), and all other agencies associated with the oversight of
financial reporting by COUNTIES and COUNTY CONTRACTORS.

e. CONTRACTOR and COUNTY will mutually agree upon an Activity Calendar for defining
the dates of services and dates of anticipated completion.

2. CONTRACTOR'S Provision of Services for Annual Cost Report:

a. CONTRACTOR shall provide customized data worksheets, using the COUNTY'S
financial and statistical databases for the operation of COUNTY'S Substance Use
Disorder (SUD) Programs for each fiscal year as agreed in Exhibit A(2)(b).

b. CONTRACTOR shall provide complete Cost Reporting Services for the below listed fiscal
years.

SUD Cost Report. CONTRACTOR shall complete and submit the below listed three (3) SUD Cost Reports
on time:

(1) SUD Cost Report for Fiscal Year 2020/21

(2) SUD Cost Report for Fiscal Year 2021/22

(3) SUD Cost Report for Fiscal Year 2022/23

C. CONTRACTOR shall proceed with the completion of the Cost Reports up to and
including working with the COUNTY and/or PROVIDER(S) to submit the completed Cost
Reports to the necessary agencies.

(such as General Ledger reports) which are clearly defined and identified with the Cost

e. CONTRACTOR shall provide COUNTY a digital copy of the Cost Report on a flash drive
or CD, whichever is preferred.

f. CONTRACTOR shall provide COUNTY with full-service Cost Reporting services for the
Fiscal Years as stipulated on Exhibit A(2)(b) up to and including final submission.

g. COUNTY will provide all necessary documentation for the successful completion of the
SUD Cost Reports.

3. CONTRACTOR'S Provision of Services for Mental Health Services Act (ARER):

a. CONTRACTOR shall research all COUNTY Annual MHSA revenue, expenditures, and
interest computations for each category of MHSA funding:
